7. Course description : The aim of the course is give the basics knowledge of theory, history and methods of social geography as basic science, to promote the formation of future specialists in geography concepts, categories, laws and regularities of the territorial organization of the society, the spatial differentiation of the natural environment, population and its economic activity, reveal the essence of geographical processes and phenomena.
Objectives of the course:

· familiarization with modern scientific socio-geographical centres and organizations in Ukraine;
· acquaintance with the methods of social geography, their classification;
· familiarization with the basic concepts and categories of social geography;
· to determine the prospects for development of social geography.

System methods of social geography. Stages of development of social geography. formation and development of social geography in Ukraine. Ponâttêvo-terminology system of «territory». The concept of geosistem in social geography. Divisions of labor. Socio-geographic zoning and geographic aspects of regional policy.
