The preliminary conditions for the study is a comprehensive course that integrates the basic knowledge, skills and abilities from many other geographical courses and disciplines (foundations of social geography, Physical geography, continents and oceans, geography of world economy), is intended for the students of geogra fìčnih specialties of higher educational institutions. Covers blocks of thematic lectures, practical seminars, individual work with various sources of geographic information (literary, cartographic, electronic).
7. Course description: the aim of the course - to form a holistic spatial-time look in to the modern socio-economic and political processes in different countries and regions of the world, to form a clear knowledge and skills in drafting their integrated socio-economic and geographic characteristics.
The main tasks of the discipline are: 
• characteristics of the dynamics, trends, patterns, and prospects for the development of social, economic and political processes in the regions of the world;
• ability to provide comprehensive social and geographical characteristics of foreign countries for regional-continental basis, in particular, to analyse natural-resource potential, population, sectoral and territorial structure of the economy, foreign economic relations of foreign countries;
• the characteristic features of the placement of productive forces within the individual regions, conditions and features of their development;
• determine the characteristics of the spatial organization of the society of the countries of the world;
• analysis of the peculiarities of the transport network of the world;
• ability to give comprehensive socio-geographic comparison of different countries and regions of the world.
In accordance with the requirements of the educational-Professional (educational science) program students must achieve the following learning outcomes:
-to possess a socio-geographical terminology and orientation in modern processes of the world economy, which significantly affect the geography of commercial complexes of foreign countries; 
-to know the features of the modern political map of the world, historical and geographic regions and types of foreign countries by the level of socio-economic development;
-be able to identify features of the territorial organization of the society of regions and countries; 
-to know the features of natural-resource potential, population, economy of individual countries and sub-regions, their place and role in the world economy, specialization of individual countries and sub-regions of the world in the international division of labour;
-to formulate a comprehensive socio-economic characteristics of regions and individual countries and comparative characteristics of the regions and countries of the world (geographical position, resursozabezpečenostì, geodemografìčnih, structure and features of the distribution of the population, industry and territorial structure of the economy, etc.);
-to determine the modern problems of regional development countries;
-to know the basic geographic range (centers of mining, industrial production, large transport nodes and line, global ports, etc.);
- to use creatively literary, statistical, and Internet sources for training posts, essays, analytical notes, etc.
